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WILDCAT SCAT
A little piece of you in every load.
Do you want to avoid the deleterious effects of pesticides, herbicides and fertilizers?  Then it is time that you turn toward a more natural means of keeping your lawn green and healthy by using compost.  On established lawns, you can topdress and overseed at the same time for a more lush, greener and more drought resistant lawn.  On new lawns, you can till the compost into the soil for a quicker, thicker and hardier lawn.  The compost will not only provide nutrients that are needed by any lawn, but it will also give the soil microbiology a boost.  You are adding biology when you put compost down, and you are applying nutrients at the proper ratio.  Compost will also do wonders to your garden and flower beds.  It can be used as a weed deterrent around trees when applied at a thickness of at least four (4) inches instead of woodchips.  With woodchips, you are not adding nutrients or boosting the biology around the base of the tree.  The compost actually adds both nutrients and boosts the biology every time you water.  It gives the surrounding soil a time released boost as the compost breaks down.  The compost is also being used to control soil erosion and as a soil conditioner.  If you have an area that is eroding every time there is a heavy rain, the compost can be put down at a thickness of at least four (4) inches to cut back on the erosion.  If you have an area where nothing will grow, the compost can be applied to this area to make the soil more suitable for growing vegetation.
The City of Lovington has screened compost which is perfect for lawns and gardens.  It is screened to a size of no more than 5/8 inch.  The screened compost can be used to condition soil that will not sustain vegetation growth.   And, we also have unscreened compost with woodchips that is perfect for weed control or soil erosion.
